Under the supervision of Dr. Hsiao, the director of the
Graduate School of Land Economics and one of the foremost advocates of land
reform policies, graduate students and teachers fanned out over the countryside to
collect data and write reports on land problems. A total of 168 surveys or these
were written and 172 reports of basic raw material were submitted. The collection,
in the clear and original handwriting of the researchers, printed by photo-offset on
the best Taiwan paper and bound in 201 hardcover volumes.
